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TRANSPORTATION PERMITS

A transportation permit is required anytime a vehicle and/or load exceeds the following legal dimensions (per California Vehicle Code (CVC) 35780) within Sacramento County right-of-way. 

Height—14 ft


Width—8.5 ft

Length— See CVC 35400

Weight— See CVC 35550
This brochure provides general information regarding the application process and requirements for transportation permits. These permits are received, reviewed, and processed by Technical Resources. The transportation permit application is to be walked in or submitted by mail. Single trip permits are the only permits that can be transmitted electronically; electronic transmittals allowed by designated permit service. Guidelines and requirements for each permit type are listed and explained in the following pages of this brochure. The permit may require a specific route review done by the applicant, CHP escort, and restricted movement times. Additional requirements and comments will be provided on the reviewed and signed transportation permit. Contact information for the departments is provided in this brochure.  It is recommended that the transportation permit application be submitted for initial review at least five (5) business days in advance of the date of movement.
Penalties are imposed for movement without a valid permit or when specified conditions are not met.
APPLICATION PROCESS

1. Obtain application from Technical   Resources at 827 7th Street, Room 105 or from a designated permit    service.

2. Submit completed transportation    permit application to Technical      Resources and pay permit fees to the cashier at 827 7th Street, Room 105.

3. Application is reviewed for               dimensions, route, and load requirements. Additional comments are added to application.

4. The approved permit is issued by      Technical Resources.  Please allow a minimum of 5 business days for  processing.

· Permits are not given to STAA trucks whose semitrailer’s kingpin to last axle distance exceed the limits as defined in CVC 35401.
